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Voter Registration

Here are some rules that apply to voter registration in Oregon. Be sure to follow them, or
the people you register may not be able to vote! The rules differ, depending on whether
someone is registering his or her self, or whether you’ re conducting a voter registration
drive and collecting the forms yourself.

People are eligible to register if they:
·  Are a resident of Oregon
·  Will be 18 by election day
·  Are a United States citizen

Voter registration forms must be delivered or postmarked 21 days prior to the next
election for the voter to be eligible to vote in that election.

If voters register themselves:
·  The voter must fill out the information and sign the form.
·  If the voter mails the form, he or she must include identification. A photocopy of

a drivers li cense, identification card, paycheck stub, or utilit y bill i s fine.
·  The voter can mail or deliver the form to any Oregon county elections off ice.

If you’ re conducting a voter registration drive:
·  You cannot give the person anything of value, including a stamp! You may loan

them a pen to fill out the form.
·  People do not have to show or provide copies of ID if you are collecting the

forms. By taking the form, you make sure that they’ re li ving and human.
·  You must deliver all forms to a county elections department within 5 calendar

days. No exceptions! If you hold them, they become invalid.
·  You cannot put stamps on individual forms and mail them to county elections.

You can put several forms in a single package and mail that, or you can deliver
the forms yourself.

·  You can deliver voter registration forms to any county elections off ice, regardless
of the counties in which the registrants li ve.

Voter registration forms are available from your county elections off ice or from the
Secretary of State.
